We make and keep inventory of all sizes up to 30 feet in stock ready for shipping.
Larger sized Teepees are available by special order.  We would be happy to quote on any other size as you wish.  For example: 40-foot diameter provides roughly 1,250 square feet of floor space.  55-foot diameter provides roughly 2,400 square feet of floor space.  YES 2,400 sq ft!!  

OPTIONS:  

The Anishinabe Draft Skirt: 
The draft skirt is for opening and closing the lower vent for heating, cooling, and air-conditioning. It is made from solution dyed acrylic canvas and is a unique option of retained tribal rights.  This feature is unique to the Anishinabe Nation (and some linguistically related tribes).  It was incorporated in our cultural designs long, long ago to adapt to the climate and conditions in our cultural homelands.  We have modified the draft skirt for the dry land climates and for the coastal rain climates.
If you are interested, we can discuss this option further, to learn about the draft skirt’s functions and how it extends the season during which you can enjoy the comfort of your Teepee, without needing a fire or winter liner.  Draft skirts are attached to the Teepee at the time of order, before we ship it.

Sub Floors: 
Constructed of grass green, durable, puncture and tear resistant, heavy duty industrial fiberglass reinforced, 18 oz. vinyl tarp that lays flat and quiet during use.  You can expect many years of satisfaction and quiet enjoyment from this option.  Great for any wintertime location, and for rainy season use in the coastal climates.  Teepees 22 feet and under have the full floor coverage except for the circumference perimeter.  In Teepees 25 feet and over, it covers approximately 4/5 of the floor space, with the center area being bare for walking and for the fire.  This floor is not a requirement for normal use however, many people use it as a barrier from soil moisture and put carpet on top of it, or, for keeping bedding dry.  Excellent for the rainy season or for putting carpets in your Teepee!  It is fire resistant material.

Winter Liners:

Option 1) 100% Polyester Felt ~ The felt fabric is fire retardant and is a soft, olive brown color.
Option 2) 100% Cotton ~ Treated, marine canvas.

Set-up Seminar/Workshop:
We share and teach to promote cross cultural understanding.  It is important to know that our culture is not for sale.  We share our Anishinabe philosophy so that you have accurate information on how to respect our traditions, and therefore understand what is acceptable and appropriate.  In this way you will get the highest possible enjoyment, the greatest pleasure, and the most authentic experience with your Teepee.  Tribal rights cannot be sold, nor granted by anyone.

In our full day seminar/workshop, we teach you about the care and use of your Teepee, poles and equipment.  
First, we begin with a traditional Anishinabe Ceremony, unless you prefer not to.  We provide some cultural teachings about etiquette and associated traditions in the Anishinabe Teepee.  Clients will get to do a supervised set-up if time permits.  You may have as many people/staff as you wish.  In some circumstances, we can provide a meal of traditional Anishinabe corn soup if requested well enough in advance.  Afterward, we are always available to you for telephone consultations.
